Teaching and assessment

How you'll learn

Teaching methods include lectures, small-group seminars, studio tutorials, group work and
guided independent study.

Lectures will typically provide a broad introduction to key topics and debates, while
seminars enable particular issues or design challenges to be explored and discussed in
greater detail. Studio tutorials will develop your design strategies through small-group
teaching led by a tutor.

How you're assessed

A range of assessment methods are used on this programme, including essays,
presentations, reports, blogs, portfolios, case study research and practical group
projects. You'll also develop a research proposal and complete a dissertation or research
design project.

Studio work is formally assessed by a digital portfolio at the end of each semester.

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Entry requirements

The qualifications and exam results you'll need to apply for this course.

Postgraduate entry requirements

We accept a 2:2 honours degree from a UK university, or an equivalent academic
qualification from a similar non-UK institution. This degree should be in Architecture (or a
closely related subject e.g. Landscape Architecture, Interior/Art Design, Civil/Structural
Engineering or Urban Design). Please contact us if you wish to check whether your degree
subject is suitable, however a wide spectrum of subjects are acceptable.

Candidates who do not meet these requirements will be considered on their individual
merits and should discuss their particular circumstances with the Programme Director.

International qualifications

Select your country or region to view specific entry requirements.

Many countries have a different education system to that of the UK, meaning your
qualifications may not meet our entry requirements. Completing your Foundation
Certificate, such as that offered by the University of Liverpool International College, means

you're guaranteed a place on your chosen course.

English language requirements

You'll need to demonstrate competence in the use of English language, unless you're from a
majority English speaking country.

We accept a variety of international language tests and country-specific qualifications.

International applicants who do not meet the minimum required standard of English language
can complete one of our Pre-Sessional English courses to achieve the required level.
