How you'll learn

The programme is delivered through a combination of lectures, tutorials and
seminars. You will also complete extensive individual work under supervision. The
modules will increasingly challenge you, as you progress through the course, to
engage with current debates, think critically and study independently.

The teaching approach is interactive. To help model best practice in teaching English
to speakers of other languages, the programme will maximise your participation in
taught sessions through discovery learning and group activities.

How you're assessed

You will be assessed through a variety of essays and written assignments, including
portfolios of coursework. You will also produce a research proposal and complete a
substantial research project.

Most modules also include unassessed coursework tasks. These range from the
analysis of language and the evaluation or production of teaching materials to the
preparation and delivery of a micro-teaching activity.

Postgraduate entry requirements

We accept a 2:2 honours degree from a UK university, or an equivalent
academic qualification from a similar non-UK institution. This degree should be
in English, Linguistics or Education, as well as at least 12 months of professional
teaching experience.

Other degree subjects may be considered on an individual basis.

International qualifications

qualifications may not meet our entry requirements. Completing your Foundation
Certificate, such as that offered by the University of Liverpool International College,

means you're guaranteed a place on your chosen course.
