SAMPLING

We will use a stratified random sample for this survey.

Clustering of addresses will be used to eliminate excessive travel
expenses and to provide discrete sampling points for each geographic
area.

The main strength of this approach is that it enables us to broadly
compare the sample with known demographics while maintaining an
overall random sampling approach.
