GUIDANCE NOTES

The University of Liverpool is proud to offer one full scholarship for 2026 in honour of HRH Princess Sirindhorn of Thailand.  This prestigious scholarship is offered annually to enable a well-qualified Thai student to come to the University of Liverpool to complete a one year taught Masters programme.  The scholarship includes full tuition fees and a living stipend of £9,000 GBP for the year of study.  The successful applicant will be expected to take part in publicity relating to the scholarship during the 2026 academic year.  

1. Eligibility Criteria

To be eligible to apply for the HRH Princess Sirindhorn University of Liverpool Scholarship, you must hold Thai nationality and have firmly accepted the offer of a place on a one year taught Masters programme at the University of Liverpool. Undergraduate and postgraduate research offer holders are not eligible to apply for this award.

The scholarship is open to all subjects offered as a one year taught Masters programme.  However, preference will be given to those students wishing to study in subject areas associated with HRH Princess Sirindhorn such as science, IT, medicine, the arts, geography, history and languages.

The HRH Princess Sirindhorn University of Liverpool Scholarship is awarded primarily on the basis of academic excellence, following a competitive application process.  Please note that financial hardship is not taken into account.  As with any scholarship competition, the general quality of your application and personal statement will also be important factors in the selection process.  In particular, your personal statement must detail the reasons why you wish to come to Liverpool to study your chosen Masters.  

PLEASE NOTE - The HRH Sirindhorn scholarship cannot be held in conjunction with any other external or internal scholarship, that the student may receive from the University of Liverpool or any of its external partners (For e.g., The ARM Scholarship; The Hodgson Law Scholarships etc.,)

2. Completing the Application Form

Please use the following notes to help you to complete the application form fully.  The application form must be completed in typescript.

2.1 QUESTION 1 – Your personal details:  This section requests some personal information from you in order for us to identify you and to ensure we have contact details for you.  A valid email address is essential as we will communicate with you via email once your application has been received.  Please ensure that you quote your postgraduate application number.  

2.2 QUESTION 2 – Your qualifications:  This section asks about your education and qualifications to date.  Please give full details and ensure that you provide transcripts, in English, which verify the information you provide.  Details of your English Language qualifications are also required.  If you do not have a formal English language qualification, please ensure you attach details of your proficiency in English and how this was achieved.

2.3 QUESTION 3 – Personal Statement:  This statement must be no longer than 500 words.  The Personal Statement is a very important part of your application.  You must use it to explain why you want to study at the University of Liverpool and how your chosen course is intended to help you to achieve your career or life goals.  We expect specific personal reasons for choosing your course at the University of Liverpool.  

DECLARATION BY THE APPLICANT.  You must ensure that you have given full and accurate information on your application form.  In signing this declaration, you are agreeing that any information you have given, which is later found to be untrue or misleading, may result in the scholarship being withdrawn and you being required to pay back any money which the University has paid to you.

2) TRANSCRIPTS OR CERTIFICATES: must also be attached to your application form detailing marks obtained in examinations at school/college and/or university.

3) EVIDENCE OF ENGLISH LANGUAGE ABILITY: Please provide either your English language qualification certificate or evidence of details of your proficiency in English.

The selection committee will NOT consider any other supplementary information.  Please do not send references or testimonials.

The deadline for receiving applications for the scholarship is 19th June 2026.  Please ensure that your application form and all supporting documents are received by the International Recruitment Team by this date (full address below).  
Applications received after the deadline will be automatically rejected.
