We'll guide you through the research process, equipping you with transferable
skills, including critical thinking, project management, written and verbal
communication, and problem solving.

Training in research methodologies will be tailored to archaeology and your specific
research proposal. You'll co-design a bespoke reading list and individual assessment
tasks in preparation for a substantial piece of research.

You'll discover how to design a research proposal, identify relevant evidence and
sources, plan and undertake the research, and analyse and present your findings. The
programme will also engage you in current historiographical and theoretical debates.

This degree can be in any relevant
subject discipline.

International qualifications
