Matters arising

3 - 3(i)  Biochemical Society  HHR had received an email from Sheila Mills at the Biochemical Society.  Concerning the registration fee, she says we are at liberty to charge whatever fee we feel is appropriate, but the Biochemical Society would wish to have a contribution to their secretariat costs, if the meeting is finally in profit.  She is not currently aware of any clashing meetings, although she is still looking at information.  In this context, it was thought that we should flag the existence of our meeting through the Society.  It was agreed that we would send the Society an announcement with the following form of words:

3 - 3(ii)  Accommodation  HHR noted that the Conference Office had now confirmed a provisional booking of room in Dale Hall.  The current state of room bookings is as follows:

Nevertheless, it was agreed that all the above accommodation would be booked provisionally.  Final confirmation is only required 12 months before the event, although if another party expressed an interest, we would be asked for a rapid decision.
